The September 11™ attacks were a series of four coordinated terrorist attacks by the
Islamic terrorist group al-Qaeda against the United States on the morning of Tuesday, September
11, 2001. The attacks killed 2,996 people, injured over 6,000 others, and caused at least
$10 billion in infrastructure and property damage. Additional people died of 9/11-related cancer
and respiratory diseases in the months and years following the attacks.

Our President at the time, George W. Bush stated, “Time is passing. Yet, for the United
States of America, there will be no forgetting September the 11*. We will remember every
rescuer who died in honor.
